RE: Fire Damaged Building at 81 Meadow Lea Drive, SBL #67.72-2-16

The building on the premises of the above address was severely fire damaged on November 25,
2008 to the extent that it is incapable of being occupied or used, and therefore, it subject to the
provisions of Local Law #6-1985, aka, Chapter 151, Article 6, Sections 25-46 of the code of the
Town of Amherst entitled Damaged Buildings.

Pursuant to the requirements of Section 158-28 of the code, the building was secured against
entry by authorized persons and all debris was cleared from the site.

Pursuant to Section 151-29 of the code, the owner notified the Commissioner of Building on
February 24, 2009 that she intended to restore and rebuild her home. This is option D in Section
151-29 and is subject to the requirements of Section 151-32 entitled Repair of Structure.

Section 151-32 requires that, in the event that the owner chooses to repair the building, a
building permit shall be applied for within 90 days of filing the notice and site clearing and
construction commence within 30 days and complete all repairs within 6 months of the issuance
of the building permit. However, she has not complied with this time frame and a letter was sent
on May 28, 2009 reminding the owner that she had not filed plans nor received a building permit
as required by law.

On June 1, 2009, the department received a voice mail from the owner that she will apply for a
permit on either June 2" or June 3™, However, as of the date of this letter, no permit has been
applied for, therefore, the Building Commissioner is obligated under the requirements of Section
151-34 A to notify the Town Board.

Section 151-34 A states that the board shall review the matter including reports of the Building
Commissioner and the Fire Chief, copies attached, and shall make a finding as to whether the
building is unfit for use or occupancy under the standards set forth in Section 151-36 and in the
event of such findings, shall notify the owner who shall be given an opportunity to be heard.

Although the law does not require a public hearing, only an opportunity for the owner to be
heard, it has been the custom of the Town Board to hold a public hearing subsequent to which a
finding is made that the building is unfit for use or occupancy.

In the event that the findings is made, the law allows the owner two weeks to secure permits and
commence work, otherwise, action to demolish the building can proceed.

The cost of proceedings under this section, including costs of surveys, appraisals, notices and
other assignable costs and interest therein, shall be assessed against and become a lien against the
property as provided in Articles IV of the Property Maintenance Code. The actual demolition
can be accomplished either by the Highway Department or a private contractor hired by the
Town.

RE: Fire Damaged Building at 80 Oakwood Drive, Town of Amherst

The building on the premises at the above address was severely fire damaged on April 15, 2008
to the extent that it is incapable of being occupied or used and therefore, is subject to the
provisions of Local Law #6-1985, AKA Chapter 151, Article 6, Sections 25-46 of the code of the
Town of Ambherst entitled “Damaged Buildings”.

Pursuant to the requirements of Section 151-28 of the code, the building was secured against
entry by authorized persons and all debris was cleared from the site.

Pursuant to Section 151-29 of the code, the owner was notified immediately to notify the
Commissioner of Building within 60 days as to which course of action, out of 4 listed in the law,
that he intended to follow. He responded, verbally, to the Fire Safety Division was that he was
seeking insurance money to repair the damage, principally at the rear of the building and to re-
occupy. Since most of the damage was at the rear of the house and did not create visual blight,
the Building Department extended additional time to the owner to secure an insurance
settlement.

A second letter was directed to the owner on May 20, 2009 informing him that he must notify the
Commissioner of Building in writing of which course of action he intended to take. In response,
the owner submitted a letter dated June 18, 2009 that the house is under contract for sale to be
sold, as is, and that he was waiting for the title to clear to complete the transaction. However, as
of the date of this letter, no action has been taken. Further, the course outlined by the owner does
not satisfy one of the 4 courses of action specified in Section 151-29.

In compliance with Section 151-34 of the law, since the owner has not provided proper
notification to the Commissioner of Building nor has acted in a timely manner, the Town Board
is being notified and asked to review the matter including this report and a report from the Fire
Chief, copy attached.
