Small Wind Energy Systems

Supervisor Mohan opened the public hearing at 7:05 P.M. Gary Black introduced Joelle Guy
who gave the presentation.

Joelle gave a short presentation on the background and overview of the use of wind
turbines as an alternative source of energy for houses. The turbines would be limited to
houses that are on 1 acre lots or larger, with a noise level of no more than 60 decibels,
which is about the level of normal conversation.

Jack Thompson of 326 Cadman Drive and a member of the Energy Conservation Committee,
spoke on the different types of wind turbines that will be available for small home areas in
the future. He would like to see the size of the lot reduced so that smaller lots could avail
themselves of this new type of energy.

Gary Black indicated that the technology is beginning to be affordable and there are tax
credits available. He stated that this is now being proposed so that there is something in
place in case it does become popular.

Supervisor Mohan made a motion to keep the public hearing open. There was no second to
this motion.

Deputy Supervisor Manna proposed that something be adopted now and if there are
changes in technology, it can be added later. Right now there is nothing in place to prevent
erecting these turbines on small lots with no restrictions on the decibel levels or height.

Tom Ketchum indicated that there is nothing in the zoning law to address this type of
structure. It would have to be considered an accessory structure. In an R-3 neighborhood,
the height is limited to 20 feet.

Supervisor Mohan moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna
Approved by a vote of 5 -1 with Councilmember Schratz in the negative. The public hearing
was closed at 7:18 P.M.

Supervisor Mohan moved the Negative Declaration, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna,
unanimously approved, 6-0.

Text Messaging Local Law

LOCAL LAW NO. __ -2009

TOWN OF AMHERST
COUNTY OF ERIE, STATE OF NEW YORK

“A LOCAL LAW PROHIBITING THE USE OF WIRELESS HANDSETS TO COMPOSE, READ
OR SEND TEXT MESSAGES WHILE OPERATING A VEHICLE IN THE TOWN OF AMHERST”

Be it enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Amherst as follows:

Section 1. Title:

The title of this law shall be “A Local Law Prohibiting The Use Of Wireless Handsets To
Compose, Read Or Send Text Messages While Operating A Motor Vehicle In The Town Of
Ambherst.”

Section 2. Declaration of Intent.

Text messaging while driving is a growing problem on our roads. This activity by its very
nature involves the driver taking hands off of the wheel and eyes off of the road and it is a clear
distraction that leads to accidents and fatalities. Often, it is the younger, less-experienced driver
who texts while underway. Until such time as the New York State legislature passes a similar
law, the Town of Amherst needs to address this problem with a Local Law.

Section 3. Definitions.

As used in this law, the following terms shall have the meanings indicated:

(A) “Hands-free” shall mean the manner in which a wireless handset is
operated for the purpose of composing, reading or sending text
messages, by using an internal feature or function, or through an
attachment or addition, including but not limited to, an earpiece, headset,
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remote microphone or short-range wireless connection, thereby allowing
the user to operate said device without the use of the hands.

(B) “Motor vehicle” shall mean any vehicle that is self-propelled by a motor,
including but not limited to, automobiles, trucks, vans, buses, construction
vehicles, etc.

© “Inoperability” shall mean a motor vehicle that is incapable of being
operated or being operated in a safe and prudent manner due to
mechanical failure, including but not limited to, engine overheating or tire
failure.

(D) “Person” shall mean any natural person, corporation, unincorporated
association, firm, partnership, joint venture, joint stock association or
other entity or business organization of any kind.

(E) “Stopped” shall mean not in motion.

(3) “Text message,” also referred to short messaging service (SMS), shall
mean the process by which users send, read or receive messages on a
wireless handset, including but not limited to, text messages, instant
messages, electronic or e-mails, in order to communicate with any person

or device.
(G) “Use” shall mean to hold a wireless handset in one’s hand.
(H) “Wireless handset” shall mean a portable electronic or computing device,

including cellular telephones and personal digital assistants (PDAS)
capable of transmitting data in the form of a text message.

Section 4. Prohibition.

No person shall use a wireless handset to compose, read or send text messages while
operating a motor vehicle on any public street or public highway within the Town of Amherst.

Section 5. Exceptions.

A. Notwithstanding Section 4, this law shall not be construed to prohibit the use of
wireless handset by:

i. Any law enforcement, public safety or police officers, peace
officers, emergency services officials, first aid, emergency medical
technicians and personnel and fire safety officials in the course of
their employment as such;

ii. A person using a wireless handset to contact any individual listed
in subsection (i); or

iii. A person using a wireless handset inside a motor vehicle while
such motor vehicle is parked, standing or stopped and is removed
from the flow of traffic, in accordance with applicable laws, rules or
ordinances, or is stopped due to the inoperability of such motor
vehicle.
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B. Notwithstanding Section 4, this law shall not be construed to prohibit a person
operating a motor vehicle from utilizing a hands-free wireless set.

Section 6. Penalties.

A violation of Section 4 of this Local Law shall constitute an offense and be punishable
by a fine not to exceed $150.00 for each single violation. Each such violation shall constitute a
separate and distinct offense.

This Local Law shall be enforced by the Town of Amherst Police Department and may
be enforced by any other law enforcement agency having jurisdiction.

Section 7. Effect On Other Laws.

This Local Law shall be null and void on the day that the statewide New York legislation
goes into effect, incorporating either the same or substantially similar provisions as are
contained in this Local Law, or in the event that a pertinent state or federal administrative
agency issues and promulgates regulations preempting such action by the Town of Amherst.
The New York State legislature may determine via resolution whether identical or substantially
similar statewide legislation or preempting regulations have been enacted for the purposes of
triggering the provision of this section.

Section 8. Severability

If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, phrase or other portion of this Local Law is
for any reason declared unconstitutional or invalid, in whole or in part by any Court of competent
jurisdiction, such portion shall be deemed severable and such unconstitutionally or invalidation
shall not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this law which remaining portions shall
remain in full force and effect.

Section 9. Effective Date

This Local Law shall take effect immediately and shall be filed in the Office of the
Secretary of State in accordance with Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law and
published pursuant to Section 130 of the Town Law and Chapter 28 of the Code of the Town of
Ambherst.

WHEREAS the Cooperative Operations and Maintenance Agreement for Amherst State Park
between the Town of Amherst (TOWN) and the New Y ork State Office of Parks, Recreation and
Historic Preservation (PARKYS) requires that the TOWN assume the full responsibility for the
development and maintenance of the property pursuant to the Amherst State Park Master Plan
and Environmental Impact Statement (MASTER PLAN) adopted by the TOWN and PARKS on
September 27, 2004, and

WHEREAS the MASTER PLAN proposes the creation of garden areas for the display of native
and non-native ornamental plants, vegetation management and environmental enhancements,
including the planting of native trees, shrubs and herbaceous plants to enhance wildlife habitat
diversity and to manage invasive plant species (remediation) and the installation of interpretive
signage to increase public understanding of and appreciation for the parks ecological resources,
and

WHEREAS the proper maintenance of the park requires removal and clean-up of dead trees,
storm-damaged trees and associated debris to protect the public health and safety, and

WHEREAS many citizen volunteers, including members of the Amherst Conservation Advisory
Council and Amherst Parks and Playgrounds Committee have been involved in the planning and
development of a Town arboretum (similar to ones in the Town of Clarence and the Village of
Ellicottville), and

WHEREAS a comprehensive and detailed plan to encompass both the proper maintenance of
trees and shrubbery in the park, and the development of an arboretum can and should be done
together and simultaneously, and

WHEREAS this plan should engender a planned and maintained land area within Amherst State
Park consisting of at least six distinct areas to include: 1) the Main Entranceway area between
Mill Street and the former Motherhouse, 2) the Grotto area, 3) the Slope area between the
orchard and the former Motherhouse, 4) the Orchard area, 5) the Meadow area and 6) the Ellicott
Creek Riparian Corridor; now therefore be it

RESOLVED, the Amherst Town Board hereby endorses the plan for the remediation of
Amherst State Parks' natural and cultural landscapes and the development of a Town arboretum,
and beit further
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RESOL VED that the Amherst Conservation Advisory Council shall review and advise on al

Section 2-4 of Part 2 of Chapter 203 of the Code of the Town of Amherst is amended by adding
the following definition:

PUBLIC WORKS CONSTRUCTION YARD. An area used on a temporary basis for the
storage or processing of materials, equipment, and supplies used in the construction of a
public works project. Typical projects include but are not limited to: construction,
reconstruction, or repair of public infrastructure such as roadways, storm sewers,
sanitary sewers, and waterlines.

Section 3.

Parts 3, 4 and 5 of Chapter 203 of the Code of the Town of Amherst are amended as follows:
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Add “Public works construction yard” as a permitted use in all zoning categories under the
category of “Public and Civic Uses,” with areference to standards in Section 6-3-5.

Section 4.

Section 6-3 of Part 6 of Chapter 203 of the Code of the Town of Amherst is amended by adding
the following as Section 6-3-5.

6-3-5 Public Works Construction Yard

A public works construction yard is permitted in accordance with the district use tables
in Part 3, Part 4 or Part 5, subject to the following standards.

A. Such yard shall be permitted on a temporary basis by the Commissioner of
Building for a period not to exceed the terms of the construction contract and
restoration period. The applicant shall submit a plan for the location and extent of
activities to occur on the site, as well as a site reclamation plan.

B. The yard shall be maintained in such a manner that it is neither obnoxious nor
offensive by reason of emission of odor, dust, smoke, gas, noise, vibration,
electromagnetic disturbance, radiation or other nuisance situation as determined by
the Commissioner of Building.

C. All activities in the yard shall be limited to the hours stipulated in Chapter 138,
Noise, of the Town of Amherst Code, or as permitted by the Commissioner of Building.

D. When a yard is located in or adjacent to residential property, the Commissioner of
Building may require screening and/or fencing measures.

E. Any lighting placed on the site shall be oriented so as to direct glare or excessive
illumination away from the public right-of-way and adjoining properties.

F. Unless otherwise approved by this ordinance, no signage shall be permitted on the
site.

G. The yard shall be maintained in good condition during the time of its use. Material
and construction residue and debris shall not be permitted to accumulate. Grass shall
be regularly mowed and weed growth controlled.

H. In the event that the conditions of this section are not adhered to, the
Commissioner of Building may issue a stop work order.

I. Upon completion of construction, all materials, supplies, equipment and debris
associated with the yard’s activities shall be completely removed and the area
restored to its original vegetative and topographic state as stipulated in the site
reclamation plan within 90 days.

A LOCAL LAW AMENDING CHAPTER 179 OF THE CODE OF THE TOWN OF
AMHERST, TREES
Beit enacted by the Town Board of the Town of Amherst asfollows:

Section 1. Title

This Local Law shall be referred to as, “A Loca Law Amending Chapter 179 Of The Code Of
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The Town Of Amherst, Trees.”
Section 2.

Chapter 179, TREES
8 179-12. Permit required; exceptions, application; review; issuance.

A. Subject to the exceptions of Subsection B of this section, it shall be unlawful for any
person to cut down, kill or otherwise destroy any tree having a caliper greater than four (4)
inches, measured six (6) inches above grade, growing on privately owned land within the town,
without atree removal permit issued by the Commissioner of Building. A tree removal permit
shall not be issued for any tree located in a regulated or jurisdictional wetland as determined by
the New Y ork State Department of Environmental Conservation (NY SDEC), the United States
Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) or the United States Army Corps of Engineers
(USACE) unless approval for the tree removal is obtained from the NY SDEC, USEPA or
USACE, as applicable. No one shall cut down, kill or otherwise destroy any street or park tree
without the permission of the Highway Superintendent.

B. The requirement of a permit in Subsection A of this section shall not apply to the
following activities:

@ Cutting down, killing or otherwise destroying trees by the owner on any tract of land no
larger than one (1) acre, improved and being used for residential purposes, or land no larger than
one (1) acre, being developed under avalid building permit for one- to four-family dwelling
units,

2 Cutting down, killing or otherwise destroying any tree which has become a danger to
human life or property due to disease, accidental causes, natural forces or other emergency. The
Commissioner of Building, at his discretion, may engage the services of acertified arborist to
determine compliance with this section and/or may require the tree removal permit applicant to
engage the services of acertified arborist to provide a professiona opinion of the condition of
the tree(s) to be removed.

3 Cutting down, killing or otherwise destroying trees on properties while being operated
and maintained as farms, nurseries, orchards or commercial forests. This exception shall not
permit lumber harvesting or any form of tree removal incidental to or in preparation for
development of the land for a change of use thereof to a use not specified in this subsection.

4 Cutting down, killing or otherwise destroying trees by public utility and natural gas
companies performing normal construction and maintenance pursuant to and in compliance with
the law; provided, however, that the town may review the procedures employed by such
companies to determine whether they comply with all applicable laws and meet the purposes of
this chapter.

5 Cutting down, killing or otherwise destroying trees where required by law.

C. Application for tree removal permit.
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D When tree removal is occasioned by any development or land use or change thereof
requiring Town Board or Planning Board approval of asite or subdivision plan under Chapter
203 (Zoning Ordinance), or the Subdivision Regulations of the Town of Amherst, the approval

of the site plan or final plat approval of the subdivision shall constitute a permit to remove, cut
down, kill or otherwise destroy the trees other than those designated to be preserved. No separate
tree removal permit application shall be required. [Amended 7-15-2002 by L.L. No. 1-2002]

(20  When the person seeking atree removal permit is not required to file asite or subdivision
plan, the application shall set forth the type, size and location of the trees sought to be cut down,
killed or otherwise destroyed and the relationship thereof to other trees and existing and
proposed uses or structures on the same lot or tract of land.

D. Standards for permit review shall be as follows:
@ The extent to which use of the property requires cutting down, killing or destroying trees.

2 Any hardship to the applicant which will result from a modification or denial of the
requested permit.

(©)) The desirability of preserving any tree by reason of its size, age or some other
outstanding quality, such as uniqueness, rarity or status as alandmark or species specimen.

4 The extent to which the area would be subject to increased water runoff and other
environmental degradation due to removal of the trees.

(5) The heightened desirability of preserving tree cover in densely developed or densely
populated areas.

(6) The need for visual screening in transitional zones or relief from glare or any other
negative visual impact.

@) All the other factors enumerated in Article | of this chapter.
E. Permit issuance.

@ Tree remova permits shall be issued by the Commissioner of Building upon approval of
the application by the Division of Forestry. The issuance of atree removal permit by the
Commissioner of Building is a discretionary act. The Commissioner of Building may approve or
deny an application for atree removal permit regardless of the approval of the application by the
Division of Forestry.

2 Review of application; time period. Except for site plan or subdivision plan review, if the
tree removal permit application is not acted upon within thirty (30) days after receipt, it shall be
deemed approved.

F. Requirement to Replace Trees

@ For property over one (1) acre in area, whenever atree is removed for any reason,
including but not limited to the removal of dead, diseased or dying trees, each tree shal be
replaced on the same lot with 1) a minimum 2-inch diameter deciduous tree (as measured six
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inches above grade), or 2) a coniferous tree with a minimum height of five feet. This requirement
shall not apply to the following situations:

(a) Trees that need to be removed as aresult of a Town of Amherst declared disaster.
(b) Trees that need to be removed as aresult of a significant nature-related event as
determined by the Commissioner of Building.

(c) Treesthat are removed for farming activities when the farming activity isa
permissible use in accordance with the Zoning Ordinance of the Town of Amherst
(Chapter 203 of the Code of the Town of Amherst).

8 179-27. Pendlties for offenses.

Every violation by any person, firm, partnership, association or corporation of any of the
provisions of this chapter shall be deemed to be an offense against this chapter, and, upon
conviction therefor, shall be subject to afine of 1) aminimum of one hundred dollars ($100) but
not more than two hundred fifty dollars ($250) or imprisonment not to exceed fifteen (15) days,
or both, for a person or 2) aminimum of two hundred dollars ($200) but not more than five-
hundred dollars ($500) or imprisonment not to exceed fifteen (15) days for any entity other than
a person, including but not limited to afirm, partnership, association or corporation. The removal
of each tree shall constitute a separate offense. In addition to the aforementioned penalties, the
court having jurisdiction may impose a civil penalty for the removal or destruction of any tree on
private property or street or park tree equal to its value, not to exceed two thousand five hundred
dollars ($2,500.) per tree.

Section 3. Effective Date

This Local Law shall take effect immediately and be filed in the Office of the Secretary
of State in accordance with Section 27 of the Municipal Home Rule Law and published pursuant
to Section 130 of the Town Law and Chapter 28 of the Code of the Town of Amherst.

Small Wind Energy Systems

Supervisor Mohan opened the public hearing at 7:05 P.M. Gary Black introduced Joelle Guy
who gave the presentation.

Joelle gave a short presentation on the background and overview of the use of wind
turbines as an alternative source of energy for houses. The turbines would be limited to
houses that are on 1 acre lots or larger, with a noise level of no more than 60 decibels,
which is about the level of normal conversation.

Jack Thompson of 326 Cadman Drive and a member of the Energy Conservation Committee,
spoke on the different types of wind turbines that will be available for small home areas in
the future. He would like to see the size of the lot reduced so that smaller lots could avail
themselves of this new type of energy.

Gary Black indicated that the technology is beginning to be affordable and there are tax
credits available. He stated that this is now being proposed so that there is something in
place in case it does become popular.

Supervisor Mohan made a motion to keep the public hearing open. There was no second to
this motion.

Deputy Supervisor Manna proposed that something be adopted now and if there are
changes in technology, it can be added later. Right now there is nothing in place to prevent
erecting these turbines on small lots with no restrictions on the decibel levels or height.

Tom Ketchum indicated that there is nothing in the zoning law to address this type of
structure. It would have to be considered an accessory structure. In an R-3 neighborhood,
the height is limited to 20 feet.

Supervisor Mohan moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna
Approved by a vote of 5 -1 with Councilmember Schratz in the negative. The public hearing
was closed at 7:18 P.M.

Supervisor Mohan moved the Negative Declaration, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna,
unanimously approved, 6-0.

Deputy Supervisor Manna moved to approve the Local Law, seconded by Councilmember
Ward, which was unanimously approved 6 - O.

Subject: Proposed Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment to Section 203 of Town
Code - Small Wind Energy Systems.

Dear Honorable Members:

At the request of the Town Attorney and Building Department, zoning regulations for
small wind turbines have been drafted. The Building Department has reported that
several inquiries regarding proposed windmills in the town have recently been made.
Inquires received are for the smaller types of wind turbines that generate power for use
on the property on which it is located, as opposed to large scale “wind farms” that
generate electricity for sale to the grid. The Town Attorney has determined that without
regulations in place to regulate the location and design of wind turbines, the Town has
limited control over their installation.

Below is a brief summary of the potential impacts associated with small wind turbines,
followed by a discussion of typical planning and zoning regulations and an assessment of
a series of model ordinances. Finally, a draft ordinance for the Town of Ambherst is
presented in the form of a local law.
