Reincorporation of Town of Amherst Development 
Corporation

WHEREAS, the Town of Amherst Development Corporation was formed by the 
Town of Amherst in 1977 to assist with economic development activities in the Town of 
Amherst; and

WHEREAS, the members of the Town of Amherst Industrial Development 
Agency have identified a new role for the Town of Amherst Development Corporation in 
conjunction with the issuance of tax-exempt bonds for nonprofit sponsored capital projects in the 
Town of Amherst; and 

WHEREAS, under existing state law, and as required by the current certificate of 
incorporation and bylaws of the Town of Amherst Development Corporation, all amendments to 
the certificate of incorporation and the bylaws require approval of the Town Board.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT: 

RESOLVED, THAT, the Amherst Town Board approve the modification of the 
certificate of incorporation and bylaws for the Town of Amherst Development Corporation in the 
forms attached hereto; and be it further

RESOLVED, THAT, all projects requesting financial assistance from the
Town of Amherst Development Corporation will be subject to a public hearing conducted by the 
Town of Amherst Development Corporation in accordance with its certificate of reincorporation 
and prior to a Town Board vote as required by the Internal Revenue Code; and be it further

RESOLVED, THAT, as provided in the certificate of incorporation and bylaws 
for the Town of Amherst Development Corporation attached hereto, the Town of Amherst 
Development Corporation will not issue tax exempt bonds for any project which at the time of 
inducement by the Town of Amherst Development Corporation shall be eligible for tax exempt 
bonding as a project under Article 18A of the New York State General Municipal Law and all 
authority conferred by these resolutions for issuance of tax exempt bonds shall be deemed 
withdrawn; and be it further

RESOLVED, THAT, for purposes of the foregoing resolutions, "financial 
assistance" shall be deemed to include issuance by the Town of Amherst Development 
Corporation of bonds on behalf of a project occupant or the undertaking of a so-called lease/lease 
back or sale-lease back transaction between the Town of Amherst Development Corporation and 
a project occupant related to any construction activities by the project occupant on the land or
