Town of Amherst budget; and

provide efficient and effective delivery of essential services to the public,

WHEREAS, the Building Department has been asked to propose a resolution for the merger of 
the enforcement actions of the Refuse Control Division into the Building Department; and

WHEREAS, the Commissioner of Building has conferred with the current Senior Refuse 
Control Officer on this matter; and

WHEREAS, it is estimated that annual enforcement actions will include approximately 4000 
official notices, 100 or more violations summons, appearance tickets as necessary, 18,000 
telephone calls (75 per day), and numerous inspections; and

WHEREAS, it is the preference of the Commissioner of Building to hire two Assistant Code 
Enforcement Officers, rather than two Refuse Control Officers, to handle the increased 
enforcement responsibilities; and

WHEREAS, an Assistant Code Enforcement Officer can be assigned a wider range of 
enforcement responsibilities than that of a Refuse Control Officer, including property 
maintenance matters;

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the Town Board approves the addition of two 
Assistant Code Enforcement Officers in the 2010 budget.
