WHEREAS, in addition to salaries the benefits provided to exempt employees 
such as lifetime health insurance, sick leave accrual, personal time accrual, and 
other related benefits represent a significant cost to the Town,

Review Committee to include reviewing the practice of offering paid lifetime 
medical insurance at retirement to newly hired exempt employees effective 
immediately, and
