Small Wind Energy Systems

Supervisor Mohan opened the public hearing at 7:05 P.M. Gary Black introduced Joelle Guy
who gave the presentation.

Joelle gave a short presentation on the background and overview of the use of wind
turbines as an alternative source of energy for houses. The turbines would be limited to
houses that are on 1 acre lots or larger, with a noise level of no more than 60 decibels,
which is about the level of normal conversation.

Jack Thompson of 326 Cadman Drive and a member of the Energy Conservation Committee,
spoke on the different types of wind turbines that will be available for small home areas in
the future. He would like to see the size of the lot reduced so that smaller lots could avail
themselves of this new type of energy.

Gary Black indicated that the technology is beginning to be affordable and there are tax
credits available. He stated that this is now being proposed so that there is something in
place in case it does become popular.

Supervisor Mohan made a motion to keep the public hearing open. There was no second to
this motion.

Deputy Supervisor Manna proposed that something be adopted now and if there are
changes in technology, it can be added later. Right now there is nothing in place to prevent
erecting these turbines on small lots with no restrictions on the decibel levels or height.

Tom Ketchum indicated that there is nothing in the zoning law to address this type of
structure. It would have to be considered an accessory structure. In an R-3 neighborhood,
the height is limited to 20 feet.

Supervisor Mohan moved to close the public hearing, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna
Approved by a vote of 5 -1 with Councilmember Schratz in the negative. The public hearing
was closed at 7:18 P.M.

Supervisor Mohan moved the Negative Declaration, seconded by Deputy Supervisor Manna,
unanimously approved, 6-0.

Subject: Proposed Zoning Ordinance Text Amendment to Section 203 of Town
Code - Small Wind Energy Systems.

Dear Honorable Members:

At the request of the Town Attorney and Building Department, zoning regulations for
small wind turbines have been drafted. The Building Department has reported that
several inquiries regarding proposed windmills in the town have recently been made.
Inquires received are for the smaller types of wind turbines that generate power for use
on the property on which it is located, as opposed to large scale “wind farms” that
generate electricity for sale to the grid. The Town Attorney has determined that without
regulations in place to regulate the location and design of wind turbines, the Town has
limited control over their installation.

Below is a brief summary of the potential impacts associated with small wind turbines,
followed by a discussion of typical planning and zoning regulations and an assessment of
a series of model ordinances. Finally, a draft ordinance for the Town of Ambherst is
presented in the form of a local law.

Introduction

The use of small wind turbines, or personal use turbines, has been growing in recent
years and overall, wind energy is the fastest growing source of energy in the world."

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coniribute a public benefit by reducing demand on centralized utility systems and
providing a clean, renewable energy source. However, small wind turbines face similar
siting issues as those of commercial turbines, such as noise, aesthetic quality and safety
concerns. Many of these concerns can be addressed through zoning regulations, and as a
result, states and local governments throughout the country have adopted regulations for
their use.

Recent advances in design have made small wind turbine systems more reliable, quietet,
and safer than those introduced in past decades.? Typically under 100 feet tall, these
turbines provide enough energy, from 400 watts to 100 kilowatts, to supply a farm, home,
or small business. In New York State, cash incentives and tax credits are available for
new wind energy systems and for turbines of 10 kilowatts or less, can reduce their total
cost by 50-70%.> Tn addition, as part of the recently passed federal stimulus bill, a tax
credit of 30% of the total installed cost of a small wind energy system is available to
consumers. This credit, in addition to the cash incentives provided by New York State,
may prompt additional interest in small wind turbines.

Unlike commercial-scale turbines, which consist of numerous megawatt-scale 200-foot
towers, small wind turbines typically consist of a single turbine and require a small
amount of acreage.® It should be noted that commercial turbines are unlikely in the
Town, as prevailing winds do not justify their use.

Wind Turbine Potential Impacts

Potential impacts associated with small wind turbines include noise and other perceived
nuisances. Often these concerns are as a result of a lack of familiarity with the systems.
Typical concerns and potential impacts are discussed below.

Small wind turbines produce two types of noise: one from the equipment and the second
from the asrodynamic noise of the rotating blades. Although turbine noise increases with
increasing wind speed, so does the background, or ambient noise. As a result, the noise
emitted by wind turbines tends to be masked by the background noise of the wind and
falls off sharply with distance.” Noise-related concerns are therefore usually limited to
those residences closest to the site. In addition, advanced turbine technology and
preventive maintenance can help minimize noise. Ordinances typically regulate the
maximum decibel level at a specified point from the wind turbine unit.

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Aesthetic and visual impacts are also often cited as concerns. Because the turbines must
be placed on towers to achieve their best performance and avoid damaging turbulence,
visibility, to a certain extent, is unavoidable. The height the turbine is placed at is of
utmost importance in gaining access to strong, steady, non-turbulent winds. A general
rule of thumb is that the turbine needs to be at least 25 — 35 feet above any obstruction
within 300 feet. At lower heights, turbulence decreases the system’s efficiency and
increases wear and tear, Some communities have used setback requirements as a method
to control tower height, which results in scaling the turbine helght to the lot area, as well
as keeping taller towers further from neighbor’s land and views.® Most communities also
regulate tower height, an important factor in its resulting visual impact.

Small turbines, especially guyed lattice towers or towers among trees or hills, are difficult
to distinguish from a distance. Turbmes and towers can also be painted a light gray or
blue to further minimize visual impacts.” The Jand use context in which the turbine
occurs is an important consideration; small wind turbines may be compatible with a
variety of other land uses, such as agriculture and open space.

Associated with noise and visual impacts is the concern over the effect on neighboring
property values. While this concern has been raised, numerous studies have provided no
documented evidence that wind turbines lower the values of surrounding properties. In
fact, often the opposite effect has been recorded.?

Electronic interference has also been raised as a potential impact of small wind turbines.
However, the rotors on small-scale turbines are not large enough to interfere with TV or
telecommunications signals, and their blades are made from mateuais through which
signals can pass through, such as wood, fiberglass, and plast1c

There are several safety considerations for small wind turbines. While the small wind
industry does not recommend fencing or anti-climbing devices, some communities do
require these. Often, access restrlctxons are the same as those required for similar
structures, such as radlo towers 9 Adequate setbacks are generally agreed to be equal to
the height of the tower."' Additional considerations include requiring compliance with
applicable building, electrical, and fire codes.

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Often raised as a concern for commercial turbines is the risk to birds and other wildlife.
Small wind turbines are generally not tall enough to interfere with bird migration patterns
and bird collisions with wind turbines have been shown to be rare.

Finally, in regards to air traffic concerns, the height of small wind turbines, at around
100-feet, is well below the 200-foot elevation that would require towers to be lit under
Federal Aviation Administration rules.”

It should be noted that there has been growing interest nationally in rooftop wind
turbines. The cities of Chicago and New York are investigating the possibility of
installing such units throughout their cities and several residential rooftop turbines have
been installed in San Francisco. The effectiveness of these small units remains largely
untested. It has been noted that due to their small size and the greater amount of
turbulence on rooftops, such units may not operate efficiently. Very few municipalities
have enacted regulations for rooftop models. However, such units need to be installed on
structures that have either been designed or reinforced to accommodate the additional
weight and stress. The Town of Henderson, New York allows rooftop wind turbines in
all residential districts, but limits them to a maximum height of ten feet. This likely
prohibits their practical application,"

Planning and Zoning Considerations to Mitigate Potential Impacts

Effective wind ordinances should have several objectives, including: ensuring public
safety, identifying and minimizing on- and off-site impacts, promotlng good land use
practice, informing the public and providing legal defensxbihty Zoning standards for
small wind turbines typically address the following'®:

e Zoning districts for which small wind turbines will be allowed as a permitted or
special use

¢ Maximum permitted tower height and height of blade from the ground, often

defined in terms of a multiple of the turbine height

Number of permitted wind turbines

Minimum site size, which may vary with tower height and number of towers

Setbacks from property line and inhabited structures

Noise limits, in decibels at a particular distance from the tower

Security measures around the tower base, including access control and warning

signage
