Lois Shriver addressed the Town Board as Chair of the Amherst Conservation Advisory

Council (ACAC). She spoke of the importance of the work of the Planning Department, and,
specifically, the Landscape Architect. She stated that he has worked o n all of the parks in
the Town and she was especially grateful for his assistance with Amherst State Park. Ms.

Shriver went on to say that all jobs in the Planning Department are needed and asked for

full funding for that Department.

Jane Cox restated he rrequest to get Time Warner coverage for the meeting on October 26,
2009. She was concerned that no one spoke in favor of all of the layoffs and budget cuts,
and requested that the Town Board do what the people have asked.

Mary Shapiro spoke in support of Resolution 2009 -765 - the Amherst Archives Center
Restoration Plan. She asked that the roof be fixed, to protect the records that are in
storage.

Debra Norton spoke against Supervisor Mohan's Resolution #2009 -949. She further
